Linking Research to 
Practice 

Thermal Spray has undoubtedly emerged as 
an innovative and cost effective means for the 
processing of high performance coatings and 
functional surfaces.  Much of the current thrust 
seen within the industry owes itself to the 
extensive research and development, which has 
been conducted by both the academic and 
industrial users of this highly diverse 
technology.  Many significant advances have 
been made within the industry, from process 
science and modeling to standardization of 
testing, that are directly responsible for 
propelling thermal spray processing into non-
traditional, highly sophisticated application 
areas. 

It is the objective of this workshop to introduce 
some of these novel and exciting applications 
and industries that are reaping the benefits of 
TS processing and to establish a dialogue 
between the industrial users, suppliers and the 
research community. 

Topics, which will be discussed, include: 

• Damage Tolerant Coatings (wear, friction, 
rub) 

• High Temperature Coatings (TBCs,  
MCrAlYs and abatable) 

• Process Science and Control 

• Coating Characterization and Properties 

• Functional and Multi-layer Surfaces
